2. THE APPLICANT(S) MUST contact the Southern Ute Tribal Natural Resources, Lands Division Coordinator, Germaine Ewing, at 970/563-0126, ten (10) working days prior to any surveying activities being initiated on tribal land.  (This is to ensure and verify if tribal “assigned” lands are affected, so that Tribal Assignment Holders may be contacted, if needed).

3. Areas on the Southern Ute Indian Reservation which are exempt from having to contact the Southern Ute Tribal Natural Resources Office are being developed as of this format.

4. Please include a topography map, marking clearly the location to be surveyed, where copies can be made by a xerox machine showing the affected area and attach to this application.
