INSTRUCTIONS TO ALL OPERATORS OF COMMUNITIZATION AGREEMENTS, REGARDING THE –DESIGNATION OF SUCCESSOR OPERATOR- (DOSO) OF ANY TRANSFER IN A COMMUNITIZATION AGREEMENT
The Tribe has adopted a new instrument to be used in any change of ownership under existing Communitization Agreements including present and future operations.  The form is specific and detailed below – substitutions will not be approved.

DESIGNATION OF SUCCESSOR OPERATOR - $50.00 filing fee per instrument
Used to transfer full operatorship in Communitization Agreements.  Four (4) executed originals must be submitted and the form must be complete.
All such Designation of Successor Operator for Communitization Agreements must be submitted to the Southern Ute Indian Tribe, Department of Energy, PO Box 1500, Ignacio, CO  81137, together with copies of the fees for administrative and filing, to wit:

The documents will be reviewed by the Southern Ute Indian Tribe, Energy office for tribal approval or disapproval.  The documents will then be transmitted to the BIA for action to be taken, fees are not refundable.

Upon final approval of the DOSO, one (1) copy will be returned to the newly assigned company.  A copy will only be transmitted upon the request to the assignor company.  A total of four (4) original signed copies, must be submitted for each desired transaction, only one (1) original of the Evidence of Authority is necessary. If the assignee or assignor company desires additional executed “originals” same should be submitted to the BIA with appropriate instructions.
